4. CHANGE ORDERS
Any changes to the scope of work shall be made in writing and signed by both parties as a Change Order.
Change Orders may affect the Contract Price and/or Project Schedule.

5. PERMITS AND APPROVALS
The Contractor shall obtain all necessary permits and inspections required by local authorities for the work performed under this Agreement.
The Client shall provide access to the property and cooperate as necessary to facilitate inspections.

6. WARRANTIES
The Contractor warrants that all work performed under this Agreement shall be free from defects in workmanship for a period of one (1) year from the date of substantial completion.
This warranty does not cover damage caused by misuse, abuse, normal wear and tear, or acts beyond the Contractor’s control.

7. INSURANCE AND LIABILITY
The Contractor shall maintain general liability insurance and workers’ compensation insurance as required by law during the term of this Agreement.
The Contractor is not responsible for any damage or injury caused by the Client or third parties.
The Client agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the Contractor from any claims, damages, or losses arising out of the Client’s negligence or willful misconduct.

8. TERMINATION
Either party may terminate this Agreement upon written notice if the other party breaches any material term and fails to cure such breach within ten (10) days of notice.
Upon termination, the Client shall pay the Contractor for all work performed to the date of termination, including materials and expenses incurred.

9. DISPUTE RESOLUTION
The parties agree to attempt to resolve any disputes arising under this Agreement through good faith negotiation.
If negotiation fails, disputes shall be resolved by binding arbitration under the rules of the American Arbitration Association in the state where the property is located.
The prevailing party shall be entitled to recover reasonable attorney’s fees and costs.

10. GOVERNING LAW
This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the state in which the work is performed, without regard to conflict of law principles.

11. ENTIRE AGREEMENT
This Agreement constitutes the entire understanding between the parties and supersedes all prior negotiations and agreements, whether written or oral, relating to the subject matter hereof.
Any modifications must be in writing and signed by both parties.
